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ORWINE is a policy oriented research project, funded by the European Commission, whose overall objective is to provide a scientific background for the development of EU legislative framework and code of best practices for organic wine production and labelling.

It started in February 2006 and will provide until mid of 2007 the first preliminary results to the EU Commission, presently working on organic wine EU regulation.
